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HOME-SCHOOL AGREEMENT POLICY

The Parents shall:

. see that my child goes to School regularly, on time, wearing the correct uniform and
properly equipped throughout the school year;

. take responsibility for my child's journey to and from school at the appropriate times;

. support the Christian Foundation of the School including the requirement for my child
to attend Sunday Chapel as indicated in the termly calendar;
